Provide the RRC with a breakdown (itemised) of the costs and the revenue provided. This is required to show that you have adequate resources available to conduct the study. If there is a shortfall, you will need to identify where the additional funds will come from (ie a departmental “slush fund”, additional grant applications etc.)
